Actions

Hold up three fingers.

Bend one finger down.

Raise hand with two raised fingers.
Lower hand with two raised fingers.
Jump’ hand left and right.

Repeat actions as above, but begin
with only two fingers raised.

Hold up one finger.
Bend final finger down.
Raise fist in air.

Lower fist.

Jump’ fist left and right.

Pretend to look down a well.

Frogs jump low.
Two little frogs jump to and fro.

Two little frogs sitting on a well.

One leaned over and down he fell.

Frog jumps high.

Frog jumps low.

One little frog jumps to and fro.
One little frog sitting on a well.
He leaned over and down he fell.
No frogs jump high.

No frogs jump low.

No little frogs jump to and fro.

There they are swimming in the
bottom of the well!
